We have developed relationship with Hawaiian Studies and Hawaiian language programs (UHWO & UHM) and with the Native Hawaiian Student Services Program (UHM) to continue to develop transfer opportunities. Our program and faculty provide significant service to the campus and larger community:
i. HWST faculty work on many key campus committees including Executive, Budget, Academic Senate, Curriculum, Department Chairs, Lauʻulu and Professional Development.  Our faculty bring unique perspectives to these committees in an effort to foster diversity, equality and innovation.  

ii. In addition, our faculty work to develop and organize campus events that bring our campus and community together to learn about history, education and contemporary issues that affect our communities. 
iii. HWST faculty work with many community organizations including the Department of Education, ʻAha Kauleo, Pūnana Leo, Kula Kaiapuni, Queen Liliʻuokalani Trust, Kamehameha Schools, to serve on advisory boards, provide professional development and network to improve educational opportunities.

iv. HWST faculty work with the public schools in a number of ways:

1. Coordinate a Summer Bridge program that creates early college opportunities for Hawaiian students.

2. Serve on the ʻAha Kauleo Board, the statewide consortium for Hawaiian language schools.

3. Work with the Department of Education to develop standards for Hawaiian language learning.
4. Partner with King Kekaulike High School to offer an early admit course for Hawaiian language immersion students.

v. Our program has developed significant partnerships with the University of HawaiʻI at Mānoa and West Oʻahu to provide additional opportunities for our students to pursue four year degrees.  We presently have Title III grants with both campuses.  The West Oʻahu partnership seeks to develop a shared, hybrid Bachelorʻs degree and the Mānoa partnerships focuses on increasing transfer development and opportunities including field schools, student conferences and monthly student development workshops.
