The Applied Business and Information Technology (ABIT) program prepares graduates to be successful entrepreneurs, technology professionals and knowledge workers in today’s global economy and environment. The ABIT program is within the mission of the UH Maui College, offering a four-year degree that emphasizes high quality instruction and project‑based learning. 
Currently, the ABIT program offers both lower and upper‑division courses to all students. The ABIT program serves a diverse student population, many of who are first genera􀆟on college students. The program also adjusts to traditional and non‑traditional students, many of whom hold part‑time jobs while completing their educational degree. The ABIT program is structured so that students can complete their entire degree over a four‑year period. However, many students take longer to complete this degree based on personal and professional constraints and commitments.

Faculty‑to‑faculty consultation – The ABIT Capstone I project is a culmination of student learning across a variety of disciplines throughout the ABIT program. As a result, there needs to be ongoing consultant among ABIT faculty members to ensure that students are adequately prepared prior to BUS 495.
